Letter of Undertaking of Licensees

Seeks to obtain a license to make use of parts of the television signals of the 26th Golden Melody Awards, ceremonies and acceptance speeches broadcasted by Taiwan Television Enterprise Ltd. (hereinafter referred to as “TTV”) on June 27th, 2015.
Undertakes to abide by the following terms:
1. Licensed content: parts of the broadcasted television signals of the 26th Golden Melody Awards, ceremonies and acceptance speeches.

2. Licensed period: June 27th to 28th, 2015.

3. Area: Taiwan area (Taiwan, Penghu, Kinmen and Matsu).

4. Usage: 

(1) All television signals of the Red Carpet, Award Ceremony and acceptance speeches shall be provided by TTV. The Company undertakes not to shoot and broadcast parts of, or live-broadcast all of the Red Carpet, Award Ceremony and acceptance speeches.

(2) The licensed content will only be used once in one hour, and only in news report. The total duration of the broadcast, including live-broadcast and rebroadcast, will not exceed three minutes in one hour. 

(3) Every broadcast will be explicitly marked as “sponsored by TTV.”
(4) No processing or reproduction in any form, including freezing, speed changes, or special effects, will be made with the licensed contest.
5. Scope of usage: the licensed content will only be broadcasted on the TV channels of the Company. Any other platform, including internet or print media, will not be allowed to transmit, publish or make use of the content for any purpose.

6. Termination of the license: the Company undertakes that the rights of TTV or a third party will not be violated when the Company makes use of the licensed content. However, in the events of a violation of rights that results in damages to TTV due to the abovementioned usage, TTV may terminate the license immediately. The Company is willing to be held accountable to all necessary compensation and civil or criminal liabilities in such events.
7. Notes:
(1) In events of any violation of the terms as listed above by the Company, TTV may respond in accordance with the resolution made by the media coordination committee.

(2) The Company acknowledges that no sublicense of the licensed content to a third party or usage of the content for purposes other than those listed above is allowed without TTV’s written consent.

8. This Letter is governed by and shall be construed in all respects pursuant to the current laws of the Republic of China. In the events of litigation or complaints resulted from this Letter, the Company agrees that the ruling of such events falls under the jurisdiction of Taipei District Court for the first instance.
9. We agree that the letter of commitment will continue to be valid for the Bureau of 
Audiovisual and Music Industry Development, Ministry of Culture after the exclusive authorization period to Taiwan Televison Enterprise, Ltd. expires.
